Homework and Class Preparation –30%
Homework is assigned daily in levels 1 and 2.  Projects may be assigned over a weekend. The following materials are required to be brought to every class:
· Textbook - Must be covered

· French binder w/ 3 sections
· Pen or pencil/ Index Cards – A useful way to study vocabulary and verb conjugations!

· Workbook – If you lose it, you will be charged for a new one.
Students will be considered unprepared for class if the necessary materials are not in their possession at the BEGINNING of each class.  If the student arrives to class unprepared he or she will not receive class preparation credit for that day.

*Note the following:

Quizzes may be made up during the lunch hour period or scheduled after school.   Tests must be made up after school.  Late homework will receive only 40% credit.
NO credit will be given for late projects.  Tutorials are available during the lunch period.
Copying homework is not tolerated and zero credit will be given to any students involved.

Plagiarism or use of partial or full on-line translations will result in zero credit and disciplinary action. 

Projects 
Each marking period the student will be assigned 1-2 projects.  Projects may include an oral presentation, a poster, a biography, and an autobiography, or a research paper.

Communicative Activities -10%
The students will participate in various communicative activities throughout the year.  They may consist of oral assessments, skits, and various TPR activities (Total Physical Response). We will focus on building proficiency in listening, reading, speaking and writing.
