Macaroni Mitosis Poster

Objective: Create a poster showing the cell’s life cycle: the 4 major stages of mitosis (prophase, metaphase, anaphase and, telophase) as well as interphase using markers and pasta.

Materials: poster board, glue, pasta and, markers/crayons

Requirements:

· Use the various types of pasta to represent the structures involved in mitosis as follows: 

· spaghetti: spindle fibers

· mini bow ties: centrioles

· elbow macaroni: chromosomes 

· Accurately present the stages of mitosis in the order that they occur.  Start with Interphase.

· Provide a brief description of what is happening in the phase.

· Label each of the major structures used in the process of mitosis.

· This project is worth two quiz grades.  Grading will be based on the accuracy of your representations of the stages of mitosis as well as the neatness and creativity of your poster.  
· You will be graded as follows:

· Stages are correctly narrated/described: 10 points
