Band Saw
General Shop Safety Rules
· Always get permission from instructor before using any machinery.

· Tie loose hair back, remove loose jewelry, and roll up loose sleeves.

· Always wear safety glasses when operating any piece of machinery.

· Always make adjustments to the machine/work while the power is OFF.

· Never distract the operator of any piece of machinery.

· Make sure the machine is completely off before leaving it.
Safety with Band Saw
· The top guide should always be positioned 1/8” above or as close as possible without actually touching your stock.
· Fingers should be about 2 inches away from blade at all times.

· Always cut with your hands to the sides of the blade. Never cut with your fingers directly behind the blade.

· Never cut stock while reaching across the path of the blade.

· Do not force stock into the machine; let the blade do the work.

· Try not to back out of a cut – plan out a relief cut first in order to relieve the blade from unnecessary pressure.

· Always keep stock on table; never cut pieces of stock in mid air.

· Make sure that the blade comes to a complete stop before leaving the machine.

· Use a thin blade for tight turns or cuts, and a thicker blade for re-sawing material or cross-cutting.

· Use the miter gauge for cross-cutting, and the fence for ripping or re-sawing material.
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
