Drill Press
General Shop Safety Rules
· Always get permission from instructor before using any machinery.

· Tie loose hair back, remove loose jewelry, and roll up loose sleeves.

· Always wear safety glasses when operating any piece of machinery.

· Always make adjustments to the machine/work while the power is OFF.

· Never distract the operator of any piece of machinery.

· Make sure the machine is completely off before leaving it.
Safety with Drill Press
· When adjusting spindle speed, make sure that the machine IS RUNNING while moving the adjustment knob. Never adjust the spindle speed when the machine is off.
· Use the correct drill size and speed for material. Ask instructor for assistance if unsure.

· Always place a scrap piece of material under your work before drilling.

· Clamp material to table before drilling if piece is too small. Never place fingers closer than 4 inches away from drill bit.

· Make sure that you always have a good grip of your material before drilling.

· Adjust the table to about ½” distance between material and tip of drill bit. Make sure that table is secure before drilling.

· Always make sure that cutting tool is secure in chuck before drilling.

· If chuck key is present, make sure that it is not in the chuck before drilling.

· Any irregular shapes like round stock should always be securely placed in a V-block clamped to the table.

· When removing a lot of material, always back the drill out to remove excess material and cool the bit down.

· Make sure to use the appropriate bit for the job when making cuts, i.e. hole saw, forstner, tap and die, etc.
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
