Jointer
General Shop Safety Rules
· Always get permission from instructor before using any machinery.

· Tie loose hair back, remove loose jewelry, and roll up loose sleeves.

· Always wear safety glasses when operating any piece of machinery.

· Always make adjustments to the machine/work while the power is OFF.

· Never distract the operator of any piece of machinery.

· Make sure the machine is completely off before leaving it.
Safety with Jointer
· Never place you hand directly above cutter head.
· Minimum stock length to be processed is 12 inches.

· Do NOT joint stock that has loose knots, splits, nails, screws or leftover glue.

· Check the depth of cut by placing the stock on the outfeed table and measuring the distance between the stock and the infeed table.

· If operator does not feel comfortable or a piece is below the fence, always use a push stick to push stock over cutter head.

· Never set the depth over 1/8” for jointing and 1/16” for surfacing. Most finishing cuts are made at about 1/32” or less.
· Rarely adjust the height of the outfeed table.

· Never stand directly behind work being processed; always to the side.
· Never joint the edge grain of a piece of stock.

· All adjustments are made while the machine is off i.e. cutterhead, table height and fence angle.

· Push stock with a steady and moderate speed over the jointer.
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
