Table Saw
General Shop Safety Rules
· Always get permission from instructor before using any machinery.

· Tie loose hair back, remove loose jewelry, and roll up loose sleeves.

· Always wear safety glasses when operating any piece of machinery.

· Always make adjustments to the machine/work while the power is OFF.

· Never distract the operator of any piece of machinery.

· Make sure the machine is completely off before leaving it.
Safety with Table Saw

· The blade guard must be used at all times.
· The fence and miter gauge must never be used at the same time.

· The blade height should not be more than one tooth above the stock.

· Push sticks must be used on material narrower than 4 inches and whenever you are not comfortable making a cut.

· The operator should stand to the side of the material being cut while operating the saw.
· Disconnect power whenever making adjustments to the saw or changing the blade.

· Never reach in close to blade to remove scraps; turn off saw and wait until it comes to a complete stop, then remove scraps.

· Ask for assistance when feeding large pieces of stock into the table saw.

· Keep the floor in front of the saw free of cut-offs and piled up sawdust.
· Never reach behind or over the blade unless it has stopped turning.
· Work should be released only when it is past the blade. 

· When finished using the table saw blade should be lowered below the table.

· Don't mess with the fence adjustment when the saw is running.
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
