Thickness Planer
General Shop Safety Rules
· Always get permission from instructor before using any machinery.

· Tie loose hair back, remove loose jewelry, and roll up loose sleeves.

· Always wear safety glasses when operating any piece of machinery.

· Always make adjustments to the machine/work while the power is OFF.

· Never distract the operator of any piece of machinery.

· Make sure the machine is completely off before leaving it.
Safety with Planer
· Make sure carriage is clear of all chips, dust and tools before inserting stock into infeed to ensure safety of self and machine.

· Never make a cut more than about 1/16” thickness into stock.

· Always cut pieces of the same thickness at the same time for consistent results.

· Use a separate ruler after each pass to double check thickness of material needed.

· Do not force material into machine; allow the machine to do all of the work once the material is accepted into the rollers.

· Do not pull stock through the machine when it is on the outfeed.

· Never plane a material less than 8” in length or ½” thick. To make thinner stock we will resaw our material.
· Feed material in direction of cutter head – Never go in the opposite direction. It will ruin the knives and machine, as well as your work.
· Always shut machine off when finished removing material from stock.

· Ask for help with larger stock.

· Never stand directly behind or in front machine when finishing stock. Stand to side when inserting and collecting a piece of material.

· To begin lower cutter head to the thickness of material.
· Never put hands underneath carriage or cutting knives.
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
