Class Expectations:

Class Grading:

We will be following the SHR grading system in our class, however your percentage grade will be determined based on a points system.  You can expect quizzes to be worth about 5-50 points each, with most of them have a value of between 10-20 points.  All chapter tests will be worth 100 points.  You will also be given a participation grade worth 50 points at the end of the marking period as well.  Finally, each homework assignment will be worth 5 points each.  At the end of the marking period, you grade will be determined by the following:

(Total Points Earned/Total Possible Points) x 100 = Average grade

I also will be offering extra credit throughout the year, especially on quizzes and tests. 

Chapter Tests:

Chapter tests will be announced well in advance.  Each chapter test will be worth 100 points.  We will be reviewing before each test and you will be given review materials prior to each test.  All test dates will be posted on my weblog.

Quizzes:
We will be having quizzes frequently.  I will announce most of these quizzes, but some quizzes may be unannounced.  The quizzes will be short and may or may not take up the entire period.  Quizzes will be worth between 5-50 points, but most will be 10-20 points. 

Homework Assignments:
You can expect a homework assignment every night.  Each assignment will be worth 5 points each.  Your grade on the homework assignment will depend on how you completed the assignment, as well as if you followed the directions. Absences:
You are expected to make up the work that you have missed for any and all absences.  Students should get the class notes from another student and make sure that they have the class assignment.  Your assignments will be posted on the weblog daily, so you should know what assignments you have missed.  If you miss any tests or quizzes, they must be made up outside of class time or after school, so that you can continue to participate in class activities.  Tests and quizzes must be made up in a timely fashion and grades may be lowered if they are not made up promptly.

Other Notes:
